Arizona Sycamore

This is a large spreading tree up to
80 feet with beautifully arched
white-barked branches that provide
more shade than most other native
trees. This tree likes a lot of water
and would benefit from passive wa-
ter retention practices. Our Syca-
more trees are grown from seed
collected on private property in
Miller Canyon, Cochise County.

Rosa woodsii var. arizonica

This is the most abundant and widely distributed
wild rose in Arizona. It is native to Cochise and
other counties from about 5,000-9,000 feet ele-
vation. It grows in pine forests in partial shade.
Individual flowers last only a short time but each
cane can produce several, so there is a long
bloom period, (up to a month). Our original
plant came from Desert Survivors in Tucson,
AZ. This rose is noted especially for its hips
which are said to make an outstanding tea.

toads we have helped raise
over the past 15+ years.
Between rains, as the pud-
dles with the toad eggs
evaporate, we rehydrate
them with a truck we con-
verted to carry a water tank
with harvested rain water.
We move the truck from
puddle to puddle around the
property and keep the pud-
dles filled. The whole proc-
ess from egg to tadpole to
small toad, where they are
hopping away, takes about
two weeks. If the puddle
dries before they are mature
enough then they are toast.
A few days ago | was dig-
ging a hole for a plant and
dug up my fi

a good 1 1/2 feet down.
